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PiP documentation

Dear Derek,

I refer to Royal Mail's Condition 19 application to move to the Pricing in Proportion product specifications.  Until now the PiP changes have been summarised in a single document entitled Pricing In Proportion Specification Changes.  Originally published in September 2003, this document informed Postcomm's two consultations about PiP,  which took place in 2004 and 2005.

In preparation for the implementation of the PiP product specifications on 21st August 2006, Royal Mail has now amended its product schedules and terms & conditions to reflect the PiP changes.  The amendments are consistent with the Specification Changes document, and there are no other changes apart from those necessary to introduce PiP.

   Pricing In Proportion Changes To Product Specifications May 2006

The last document - Changes To Product Specifications May 2006 - is being re-issued with better images of the new bag labels.  It has also been amended to clarify that, for Mailsort, Presstream and Walksort mixed weight mailings where all the items weigh between 101g and 250g, a standard line listing will be accepted.

Royal Mail will continue to brief customers about PiP until, and after, implementation, but the publication of these amended documents completes Royal Mail's formal preparations.  Please advise me by 17th May if Postcomm believes there are any other actions  Royal Mail needs to undertake to meet its Licence obligations regarding the implementation of the PiP product specifications on 21 August.
